Principal's Corner  

 

It is that time of the year again, when teachers are busy putting the finishing touches to the reports that 
provide further information on the learning growth a student has made since the start of the year. An 
enormous amount of time goes into carefully preparing for such reports and making effective judgments 
on student performance. But importantly while this marks a formal reflection stage, it is expected at BSPS 
that our teachers and students be in constant discussion regarding student goal setting and performance. 
There should be no surprises, as our teachers should know where each student is at and our students 
should know where they are and want to go to. 

 

Similarly, we continue to look for ways for our parents to be better informed about student performance. 
Sentral will be one way and this will become reality soon, but for now any issues or concerns regarding 
academic, social or emotional behaviour should be well known and shared amongst all parties. This could 
be shared through informal discussions, classroom work sharing or Individual work plans (ILPs) for 
example.  

 

On Friday, each family should have received information concerning the next stage, which is our Learning 
Celebrations, held during the week after the reports are sent home on Friday June 24th. The Learning 
Celebrations are a special time, where a student leads and shares with their family, with teacher support 
their student performance so far for 2017. These Celebrations are different from the traditional parent -
teacher interviews, where the student does not lead and take responsibility for the discussions but is very 
often a silent listener. This is not reflective of how we teach and learn at BSPS, that is why we no longer 
follow this approach.  

 

So as the information sent home states, parents still though have a choice of an individual meeting but 
with a difference, and they also have the choice of what we consider the most effective option, a group 
learning celebration. We are looking at phasing out the individual option for 2018, as families have more 
time to discuss their child’s performance in our ‘Group Learning Celebrations’. Whatever option families 
choose this year, we look forward to hearing what our students think about their learning and 
performance.

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Hello, my name is Bronwyn Upton and I am the Bayswater South Primary School Chaplain. I would like to outline for you the role a 
Chaplain plays within the school community. 
  
A Chaplain will- 

 Provide care and be a friend 

 Be a  'listening ear' for those who need someone to talk to 

 Provide pastoral care (encouragement and support) 

 Help a child sort through a problem or an issue 

 Run support groups (eg. Friendship programs) 

 Connect with parents as the need arises 

 Refer a child to other professionals 

 Support teachers in class, helping out as needed 
Matters of faith are only pursued when a person wishes to talk about them  
Life is not always easy. But knowing that someone is there for you to talk to, to  listen, to encourage and to walk alongside you can 
be very comforting and can help you through difficult situations. My chaplaincy role is about offering care and support to the whole 
school community. It's about working with students, parents and teachers to assist in meeting the need s that arise in our daily lives.  
 Children today have to deal with some very 'grown up' issues such as family break-up, grief and addictions. Or they may be 
struggling to make friends or to fit in with their peers. These can be very traumatic for children  and could affect their ability to cope 
with the stresses of daily life. As such it may be beneficial for your child to have someone who they can talk to.  This would occur on 
a purely voluntary basis. If you would prefer that this interaction not happen for your child/ren, please contact the school.

Berry Street Educational 

Model 
 

At Bayswater South Primary School our goal is to engage all students in their learning. To assist with this, Berry 
Street Childhood Institute is working with us using their Educational Model to help us provide positive outcomes 
for all students, including:  

Improved academic growth in literacy and numeracy 
Improved emotional and social wellbeing  
Stronger ability to maintain durable relationships 
Increased teacher knowledge and capacity in working with struggling students 
Increased school attendance 
Decreased incident reports  
Improved esteem and capacity for healthy relationships 
Lessening anti-social behaviours for future success. 

The Berry Street Educational Model is built on the significant experience of professional educators and 
psychologists from Berry Street and research from around the world.  

 

Bayswater South staff are undertaking a series of professional development days with the Berry Street team to 
gain greater insight and understanding into how we can improve learning outcomes through better support of 
students’ physical, psychological, social and emotional capacities.  

 

Are you ready to learn ? 
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The Berry Street Educational Model “is designed as a process so that 

students’ capacities build over time. As students progress through 

their learning journey, they become better able to regulate their phys-

ical wellbeing, identify and manage their emotions, cultivate resili-

ence, and identify and use character strengths.”

Brain Breaks 
Parents may have heard their child discussing ‘brain breaks’. Brain breaks are a short burst of activity which help 
students’ brains to be ‘ready for learning’ again. The brain break is a chance to hit the reset button—and increase 
in blood flow to the brain. The brain breaks may take only 30 seconds to 2 minutes and rather than interrupt 
learning, they assist the brain’s resting pathways to restore their calm focus and foster optimal mood, attention, 
and memory 
.  

Stress 
Classes from Prep to Year 6 have discussed – at their respective levels of understanding – what stress, anxiety or 
feelings of being overwhelmed can look and feel like. Teachers are brainstorming with students such questions 
as, How do you know that you are feeling stressed? What does your body do when you are stressed? For 
example, an upset stomach, stiff shoulders and back, or dry mouth. What are our personal stress or anxiety 
triggers? By being clear about what stress can look and feel like, students and teachers can then work together to 
help reduce stress and create an optimal environment for learning. 
 

De-escalation Plans  
When students get stressed it is helpful to have a de-escalation plan to bring down their anxiety levels. Some 
students have commenced work on establishing a ‘de-escalation plan’. In conjunction with their teacher/s, 
students create their own ‘managing stress tool kit’ for use at school which helps them to have clear, agreed 
upon strategies for when there is a need to de-escalate or self-regulate. Examples might include a breathing or 
movement exercise, taking a short break, getting help with school work, or having an adult to talk to. These and 
other strategies may all act as preventative measures to assist the student to de-escalate from a stressed state. 
We want these strategies to eventually become an automatic response to be used when feeling stressed, reactive 
or anxious. 
 
Over the coming year, we look forward to sharing more with our wider school community about the various 
strategies staff are implementing in the classrooms to foster an optimal learning environment for all students.
